Did you Know??? 
 

Dog nose prints are as 
unique as a human’s finger-
prints and can be used to 
accurately identify them. 
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Companion Dog (CD) Class  - 
 
Companion Dog class (Novice) can be entered 
after getting CCD or without that title.  The whole 
of this class is completed without a lead.  The first 
exercise is a heeling pattern including a figure 8.  
The handler and dog must present as a team and 
work together, the handler must not adapt his/her 
pace to that of the dog.  This exercise is worth   40 
points.  Over 50% of these points can be lost if the 
dog does not negotiate the fig 8, or does not com-
plete the principal feature of the exercise – ‘work 
as a team’, this would mean that if the dog doesn’t 
do any sits then it cannot pass, or if it doesn’t do 
any stands or downs.  This doesn’t seem difficult, 
however, it is surprising how many dogs take the 
opportunity to refuse to drop on wet grass once 
they enter the trial ring.  They try very hard to con-
vince the judge that they have never been taught to 
automatically sit or to drop when commanded.  
However, the judge knows that the dog can do the 
exercise or else they wouldn’t have been entered – 
or so we hope!  Please do not call your dog up, 
click fingers or pat the side of your leg, if you 
can’t do it in a trial why do it in training?  (See 
training article on ‘Making your Dog Think About 
Heeling’).   
 
Stand for examination where the handler leaves 
the dog to two metres and the dog is examined by 
the judge.  This is extremely stressful for the 
judge, particularly if the dog looks at you as you 
approach and the tail starts to wag faster and faster 
and they start to look at you as if you are their best 
friend.  Every paw that moves loses points, if four 
different paws move you zero the exercise – 
moved from position, is the terminology we use to 
fail you in this case.  Please don’t stop before the 
judge orders you to.  This can earn you a deduc-
tion.  Those 200 points have a habit of disappear-
ing! 
 
The Recall comes next, the handler heels forward 
with the dog, this is again opportunity for the dog to 
try to prove they have never been taught an auto-
matic sit.  Please wait for the judge to tell you to sit 
your dog, failure to do so will result in two 

 A Judge’s Perspective 
 
 lots of deductions, one for failing to sit and one 
for not waiting for the judge’s instructions.  Once 
the dog is in the sitting position the handler may 
give  
a command to stay/wait then walk and about turn, 
on the judge’s orders, approximately 12m away.  
Then they call the dog – the dog’s name can be 
used before the command to come – but . . . there 
must be a pause between the name and the come, 
this is to help the judge determine that the dog 
came on the command not on its name.  If there is 
no pause – guess what . . . yep deductions! The 
dog is to come directly to the handler and sit in 
front without further command.  The judge will 
then order ‘Finish’ and the dog should be sent to 
the heel position either to the side or around the 
back of the handler.  Signals should not wrap 
themselves around the body, they should be pre-
cise and not exaggerated.  If your dog goes 
straight to the heel position the judge is forced to 
make two substantial deductions – a minimum of 
9pts each!  If the dog sat heeled off out of posi-
tion, sat crooked, or missed the sit as the handler 
halted, you won’t have enough points to qualify.  
That is why we insist in training that the recall is 
ended with the dog in front and teach the finish 
separately –who can afford losing a minimum of 
18 points in this class for that kind of error 
 
Now there is the choice of exercise – either a re-
trieve or a change of position.  The dog for the re-
trieve must stay as the dumbbell is thrown at least 
4m, then on orders from the judge the dog is sent 
to retrieve the dumbbell, it must do this at a brisk 
pace.  The dog returns to the handler and sits di-
rectly in front, the judge will then order ‘Take It’ 
followed by ‘Exercise Finished’.  If the dumbbell 
is thrown less than 4m there will be a deduction 
and a re-throw is given.  The dumbbell must be of 
wood or a solid plastic with nothing on the bar of 
it, it must be in proportion to the size of the dog. 
 
Change of position, the dog is left in a stand posi-
tion as the handler is walked and about turned 
approximately 3m from the dog.  The dog is then 
commanded to drop (don’t forget to wait for the

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judge to tell you) and the handler then returns be-
hind the dog to the heel position.  Do not yell at 
your dog to drop – you may have dogs two rings 
away dropping! Or more likely you will earn mis-
behaviour points for abusive or intimidating com-
mands.  Remember a command is to be verbal and/
or (at this level) a single motion of hand/s and/or 
arm/s – this does not allow for a handler to bend 
sharply in the middle and almost hit the ground 
with their nose – the rules do not allow for body 
movement when giving a signal. 
 
The Stays, these are group exercises, meaning as 
with CCD, that the dogs enter the ring together and 
sit approximately 1.5m apart.  Before entering the 
ring everyone is asked to line up in catalogue num 
er – please please be aware of the other dogs 
around you – try and give everyone some space,  

do not let your dog ‘eyeball’ another or get into its 
space.  Once in the ring the handlers take up posi- 
tion with their right foot (that’s the one without 
the dog next to it – how I remember left from 
right) next to a marker.  The handlers leave to-
gether and about turn approximately 12m away.  
There is to be no sniffing, coughing, fiddling of 
fingers, shuffling, winking, or other changes in 
position or facial features from the handlers.  The 
judge will order return after a minute.  The next 
exercise is a three minute down stay. At the end of 
the exercise the steward will return the leads, at 
which point the dogs should be placed on their 
lead and calmly led from the ring.  If you have 
gained a pass don’t get too noisy while in the 
ring—remember there may be others still working 
in other rings.

Making your Dog Think About Heel                                                                Lorna’s Thoughts 
 

I believe that the more we call our dog up, the more the dog ceases to think about being with 
us.   

Dogs build patterns of behaviour—after some time they may begin to believe that the behav-
iour pattern is - ‘I drop behind, I get called up, I stay by her/him for a few steps, I get a reward’. 

Hmmm.  This pattern will lead to the dog lagging in order to allow us to call him up and then 
to give him a treat—I know I have been trained in this way by a Border—the dog doesn’t have to 
think about remaining in the correct position as we will continually tell him to get into position.  
Think about how often you call your dog up—we can’t do this in competition so why do we use it 
in training, why should we have to constantly remind the dog—it should know.   

What I would like from my dog is for her to think ‘How can I get the reward?’  Getting the 
reward means being in the correct heel position, it is up to the dog to put himself there (of course 
the position has to be taught in the first place!  This I believe can be done without moving any-
where.)—if he doesn’t we may need to ask ourselves ‘Does the dog know where she should be?’ 
Test the dog, ask them to find the heel position without any exaggerated movements.

The dog should make the effort (unprompted) to return to the heel position, if she does she 

should be rewarded, if she lags, keep walking and when she catches up—reward.  If she doesn’t, 
go back to her—do not speak, other than to  give the heel command to move forward again.  Only 
take a few steps with her in place and reward, extend the length of time, use the ‘marker’ (praise 
word) before you reward.  This can be done while still moving, don’t always stop to reward.  Any 
questions please ask.

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from the poodle side.  Mitral Valve Disease, dry eye, (cavalier side).  Theoretically ’designer’ bred 
dogs should be tested for the same genetic problems as their pure bred ancestors.  This is not as neces-
sary in an ’accidental’ mating, problems occur when there is continual mating to create ’designer’ 
breeds.  
 

Breeders with DOGS Victoria have to follow specific guidelines for the breeding and health testing of 
their dogs, and are generally involved in breed  groups.  
 

Yes, there may be reputable ‘designer’ breeders out there who do the right thing, but it is important to 
check that they do.  If you have fallen in love with one of these mixed breeds ask questions regarding 
the health status of the parents.  If you aren’t sure what diseases you need to ask about, check with 
your vet first or research.

Building Awareness. 
 

Please, if you are considering 
purchasing a new puppy con-
sider the following—a breeder 
that is registered with DOGS 
Victoria has a responsibility 
to test their dogs for any breed 
specific genetic problems—
for example Border Collies 
should be tested for Hip and 
Elbow Dysplasia, Collie Eye 
Anomaly, NCL, and some are 
tested for Ivermectin Sensitiv-
ity, all this testing is carried 
out in order to provide the 
best possible outcomes, 
healthwise, for puppies.   
 

I love crossbred dogs, but I do 
have concerns when deliber-
ate crossbreeding occurs in 
order to produce ‘designer’ 
breeds.  Yes they do produce 
lovely dogs, but my question 
to a ‘designer’ breeder would 
be—’Have you tested for . . 
. ?’ Continual crossbreeding 
will result in the genetic prob-
lems carried by both sides of 
the family occurring in off-
spring!   For example, a ca-
voodle—from a long line of 
cavoodles or other crosses 
should have parents tested 
clear for, as an example, Pro-
gressive Retinal Atrophy, or 
any of the other eye problems 
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Come On!!  Come On!!                    Be an Instructor   
 

Why? 

 Instructing will increase your dog training knowledge about breeds and behaviours as you meet 
different dogs. 

 Develop your people skills as you meet and help different people. 

 Increase your confidence and self-esteem as you help others, there is nothing better than having 
someone come to you and say ‘That was great!’ or ‘Thank you – my dog is now so much better’  
‘Your help saved my dog’s life’. 

 Understand the principles we employ in training our dogs, this is done at instructors’ training ses-
sions and discussion with other trainers. 

 Enhance your resume, prospective employers will be impressed that you can communicate in this 
way and are willing to help others. 

 You will be helping the dogs and handlers who often come to us in desperation, or just want a 
happy well trained dog that will bring joy to their lives 

 The instructors we have may burn out and disappear – what then?  Some have been instructing for 
20 years, come and give them the opportunity to train their own dogs in a class and the chance to 
have a rest. 

 Classes may have to start being run differently – some options – once a fortnight (this is not a 
good option for building on skills), two levels run together (also not good enough – everyone will 
get something but what quality and will it suit their needs), the Club goes into recession 
(Terrible!) 

 The more instructors we have the more different skills we all can learn – for example Rally Obedi-
ence, Tracking, Lure coursing, Flyball, more agility classes (or at a different time), Dancing with 
Dogs, Retrieving, these could be done on a Saturday morning – these are skills that our current 
instructors have and want to share with you! - BUT THEY DON’T HAVE TIME!  Come and help 
them find the time so you can benefit. 

 

Some reasons not to – are they yours?            Are they valid? 

I don’t know enough – this is a valid point, but you will be supported and what better way to learn!  
All our instructors started out saying this – look where they are now.  I know I have learnt sooo 
much helping other people with their dogs. 

I can’t be here all the time – no-one can be at club every week, but the more people we have help-
ing out the more time everyone can have for their own dogs or other commitments without dis-
rupting classes. 

I can’t talk to groups of people – they aren’t just ‘people’ they are ‘dog people’, we all have the 
same interest and they are here to learn.  There is truly no difference in talking to 2 or talking to 
10 – other than you have to talk louder hehehehe.  We will start you with small groups.  If we 
have a phobia we have to face it and destroy it! 

I want to train my own dog – yes, another valid point, but where would we be if our current in-
structors all said that.  The more instructors we have, the more opportunity there will be to help 
others and ourselves.  Also in answer to this point - you learn from teaching others, plus from 
learning what to teach them and how.  We ALL will be able to train our dogs and maybe try 
some different dog activities, when we have time.

Glaucoma In Dogs An Eye Emergency by Drs Foster & Smith Inc  
(extracts obtained from peteducation .com accessed 1 July 2011) 
Glaucoma is a very common disease in humans and is also very common in dogs. A normal eye contains fluid to main-
tain its shape, and the body is constantly adding and removing fluid from inside of the eye to maintain the intraocular 
pressure (pressure inside the eye) at the proper level. Glaucoma occurs when the pressure inside the globe (eyeball) 
becomes higher than normal. Just as high blood pressure can damage the heart, excessive pressure inside the eye 
can damage the eye's internal structures. The retina (a structure at the back of the eye which is essential for vision) 
and optic nerve (large nerve that carries visual signals to the brain) are especially sensitive to increased pressure. 
Unless glaucoma is treated quickly, permanent loss of vision or even total blindness can result.                                      

Primary Glaucoma:  Primary glaucoma occurs in an animal because it possesses physical or physiologic traits that 
predispose the animal to glaucoma. This is usually predetermined by genetics. . .  (and) is most common seen in Bea-
gles, Cocker Spaniels, and Basset Hounds. It also occurs in Norwegian Elkhounds, Miniature Poodles, Dachshunds, 
Bouvier des Flanders, and a few other breeds. . . With primary glaucoma, both eyes are rarely effected equally or at 
the same time. The disease usually occurs in one eye months or even years before it affects the second one. 

Secondary Glaucoma:  Secondary glaucoma means that the disease is secondary to, or caused by, another con-
dition. A common example is a penetrating wound to the eye. . .

Glaucoma in Dogs contd from p13  

Signs of glaucoma if treatment for glaucoma in the dog is not started within a few days or in some cases a 
few hours of the pressure increase, vision will probably be lost completely from the affected eye. . .The early signs of 
glaucoma . . . are pain, a dilated pupil, cloudiness within the cornea and/or an increase in the size of the blood vessels 
in the white portion of the eye. You may notice that one eye seems larger or protrudes more than the other. Most ani-
mals will not display all of these signs initially, maybe only one or two.  The pain may be indicated by the dog rubbing 
his eye with his paw, against the furniture or carpet, or your leg. This is a common, and often unnoticed, early sign. 
Some dogs will also seem to flutter the lids or squint with one eye.  The pupil of the affected eye will usually dilate early 
in the course of the condition. It may still react to all bright light shining in it, but it will do so very slowly. Remember that 
glaucoma, even primary glaucoma, is usually going to initially affect just one of the eyes. If the pupil in one eye is larger 
than in the other, something is definitely wrong and it may be glaucoma. The treatment for glaucoma depends on its 
cause and severity.
